Expanded Course Description:
This course provides Tarleton State University students with opportunities to explore the cognitive/social nature of reading and research-based methodologies for effective reading instruction in their specific content areas.  Students will investigate findings from research in reading, state and national standards for reading, reading strategies for elementary and secondary students, and study skills specific to their content areas.  Students will understand how to successfully modify reading instruction for all students in their content area classes.  In addition, students will evaluate a variety of materials that are available for use in content area classrooms and will be expected to demonstrate the use of these materials and reading strategies.

Writing Intensive Course: This course is designated by the College of Education as writing intensive.  Achieving a passing grade in this course requires the student to participate and master writing intensive assignments designed to improve written communication skills.

Content Area Literacy Philosophy and History (WIC) (Meets SLO WO=1&2/TECH=1&2): The preservice teacher will write a 3 to 4 page paper detailing your personal philosophy on content area literacy and its place in your degree plan and reflect on your personal history with content area reading by reflecting on how you learned to interact in content area subjects in high school and previously in your college classes. Be sure to include specific experiences in classes, what you thought about teaching strategies to help you access content knowledge, specific vocabulary strategies you use when faced with new content vocabulary.

4. Textbook Evaluation/Readability Project (Meets SLOs KO=1,2,3/SO=3,4,5/VO=1): The preservice teacher will select a textbook from their content area to evaluate. Textbook are housed at the Tarleton State University library, downstairs. The preservice teacher will use the General Textbook Readability Checklist (GTRC) to evaluate the textbook. Following the instructions on the Raygor Readability graph handout, find the reading level of the textbook by testing three chapters, the first chapter of the textbook, one in the middle of the textbook, and the last chapter. Select three 100-word passages for each chapter tested and then write-up your findings and include with the GTRC form.

6. Strategy Lesson (Meets SLOs KO=1&2/SO=1,2,3/VO=1,2,3,4,5/WO=2): The preservice teacher will work in a group of 4 to 5 people to select a strategy, develop a lesson, and deliver the lesson to the class. Each group will prepare a handout for every member of the class with the strategy, in-depth instructions on how to use the strategy and the research on which the strategy is based. Group grades will be a combination of peer evaluation, professor input, and a group self-evaluation.

7. Book Club (WIC) (Meets SLOs VO=1/WO=1&2): The preservice teacher will read, analyze, and review a book dealing with content area reading from the list presented in class. Your review should include: 1) a summary of the book, 2) ideas on how to use the book in your content area classroom; 3) your thoughts, reactions, opinions, personal connections, and feelings about what you are reading (HERE YOU MUST CITE SPECIFIC PAGE NUMBERS FROM THE BOOK FOR DISCUSSION IN THE BOOK CLUB). You do not need to agree with the authors of the text. Feel free to “take risks” by sharing your opinion or questioning the information and methods shared in the book. Books can be purchased at any bookstore or from amazon.com or might be available from the Tarleton State University library, any public or school library.

DELIVERY: In class book club share experience; Turn-in report (HARD COPY)
8. Discussion Boards (Meets SLOs WO=2): The preservice teacher will take part in discussion board teams on Blackboard for selected assigned readings. Each preservice teacher will discuss his/her thoughts, ideas, issues, comments, and/or concerns per chapter assigned. (YOU MUST CITE EACH CHAPTER and CITE THE PAGE NUMBERS YOU ARE BASING YOUR RESPONSE). The preservice teacher will then respond to ALL teammate responses. The responses should be written on a word processing program, spell-checked, edited and revised and then cut and pasted onto Blackboard. Misspelled words, incorrect grammar, and ineffective writing will result in no credit for the assignment and a decrease in your professionalism grade. You must write in sentences.

9. Quizzes: The preservice teacher will take a quiz over selected assigned readings. Quizzes will be handed out at the beginning of class or given via Blackboard. Students who are not in their seat or do not complete the quiz on Blackboard when the quiz is offered or provided will not have the opportunity to make it up and will receive a zero for quiz. BE ON TIME and RESPONSIBLE ALWAYS…

10.
