TEKS learned with this strategy include critical thinking and analysis as well as reading comprehension and identification of many social studies concepts.

The 3-minute pause is a little similar to the 3-2-1 strategy.  Here students are given three minutes to summarize key ideas so far, to use their background knowledge to make connections to the new information and to pose questions for clarification.  TEKS learned include reading comprehension, determining the main ideas and supporting details, identifying story elements and identification of key people and concepts in social studies.
8.
Opinion-Proof

The opinion-proof strategy allows students to put forth an opinion but requires them to also list the basis, or proof, of their opinions.  Key TEKS include interpreting and responding to ideas or concepts, reading comprehension, and application and identification of many social studies concepts.

Power Thinking

Power Thinking strategy allows students to organize information in an outline form by gathering main ideas, subtopics, and detailed subtopics.  Student expectations include representing information chronologically, determining main ideas and supporting details, identifying key events, people or concepts in social studies.

Pattern Puzzles

Pattern puzzles, or mystery plots, require students to sort out ideas that are mixed up.  Students must determine how each of the ideas is related and place the ideas in a logical sequence or setting.  This strategy can be used to teach TEKS such as chronology, compare and contrast, summarization, common characteristics, etc. in concert with key social studies TEKS such as identifying key historical figures, events and concepts.
