The lesson starts with a focus that gets the students to start thinking about pilgrims what they are. The responses will be written on the board. The teacher will then go on to tell what a pilgrim is and explain the hardships and what they gave up to get to America. The teacher will ask several questions and get a response. Once the students reach an understanding and have gained knowledge the teacher will pass out a piece of construction paper and have the students to draw what they are thankful for and they will put the pieces of construction paper together to make a “pilgrim quilt.” The teacher will close by discussing what they drew and what they are thankful for.

The lesson starts by reading alphabet book and encourages students to think of words that start with different letters. Then each student grabs a letter of the alphabet and they go to a chair and in order they go the letters they say a word that starts with the letter they have.  After that, they leave the letter in their chair and walk around the class or chairs while music is playing.  When the music stops they sit at the chair that they are in front of and repeat the process of saying a word that starts with that letter. After repeated several times may couple this lesson with having the students make an Alphabet Book.

The lesson has students go to the library and look for careers that they interested and pick one. They then return to the room and paint a t-shirt in the style of their career. After all shirts have been made, the students put on their shirts and get up and share to the class about the career that they chose.

The teacher explains to them what Earth Day is and why we celebrate it.  After this, the teacher reads the book “Earth Dance” to them.  Once they have these prerequisites she explains the game that they will be playing during the lesson.  She has them make any movements and freeze when she says so. Once the students get the concept of the game she starts incorporating the book, “Earth Dance” and starts having them act out what she reads. The teacher can alternate students reading and/or saying freeze.

The teacher starts the focus by reading “The Gingerbread Boy” to the class.  She then has the students recall some of the details and lets the students know that I will be making gingerbread cookies. The students get a chance to decorate their cookies.  The students go with the teacher to put the cookies in the oven and return to the classroom. When the class goes back to check on the cookies they have “disappeared” (someone on staff has taken them out of the oven) and there is a clue on the oven. Read the clue to the students and help them investigate and detect what happened.  The first clue should lead to another clue (this can happen however many times wanted) that, in the end lands the students back to the classroom and they have found the cookie and been successful detectives.
