· I chose this lesson because I feel that my 3rd grade students could learn a lot from it.  My students are very interested in geography and I believe that they would enjoy this while simultaneously learning about a place of interest.  

· This lesson is called “Travel to Beautiful ______”.  It calls for students to create travel brochures about a place and include information such as people demographics, cultural significance, climate, and landscape.  The teacher first introduces the concept of travel brochures and provides examples.  The students must then research the specific location and design a brochures to attract people to that location.  The teacher can choose cities, towns, countries, communities, etc.  In third grade the stress is on communities so I might have the students research and create brochures of their community and maybe work up to the state level.  This could also be used as an assessment after studying a certain area.

· I chose this lesson because I feel that students are not really in touch with what is going on in the news today.  This lesson could help them become more familiar with news articles and the concept of themes.
· This lesson is called And the News Is… and it is centered around finding themes in the news.  The teacher begins by presenting newspapers, magazines, and other media to the students and discussing different themes found throughout.  The students are then divided into small groups.  Each group chooses a common theme and creates a collage of news articles.  If the students have difficulty reading, the teacher can modify the lesson to just news headings or a small portion of the articles.  The students then reflect in a journal on 2 or more collages/themes.

· I chose this lesson because we are studying Native Americans in our Social Studies unit.  I know that using literature is a great way to teach and expand on concepts.  Even though we haven’t talked very much about poetry, I feel that this would be a good addition to our unit. 
· This lesson is titled “Navajo Poetry.”  It includes the book Navajo:  Visions and Voices Across the Mesa by Shonto Begay.  The students first close their eyes as the teacher reads selected poems from the book.  The students are to share what images came to mind when listening.  They are then given a poem from the book (written by a Navajo Indian) and a piece of paper.  They can either draw and illustration for the poem or create an original work of poetry with the same elements of the poem read.

· I chose this lesson because I see a lot problems in my class with students getting along.  I feel that this lesson may help student realize the importance of getting along with each other and the possible consequences of conflicts.

· This lesson is called “Let’s Get Along.”  The teacher begins by presenting a picture of a person from a different culture from a magazine or the internet.  The students write what they know or think about the pictures and share with group.  Then the teacher reads the book Smoky Night while stopping and discussing important issues throughout and asking critical thinking questions.  Afterwards, the teacher draws a Venn Diagram on the board and the students brainstorm ideas about the picture shown in the beginning.  For independent practice, the students write five reasons why getting along with other is valuable.  The students also write in their journals what they would like to ask that person that they don’t know and how they feel about them after learning more about them.

· I chose this lesson because recently we had a Scholastic News magazine and it described an Egyptian mummy.  My students were really interested in the article.  When I saw this lesson plan, I felt that it would be something that my students would be excited about and engaged in.  Also, I saw how creative my students are when they created Indian homes so I felt that drawing and/or creating an underwater museum would be interesting and challenging to them.  
· The lesson is called “The Underwater Museum” and is a world history lesson.  It begins with a proposal of constructing an underwater museum in Egypt.  The teacher reads and describes the proposal and the students (divided in small groups) are asked to create a presentation for the Egyptian government that explains the rationale for the museum.  The students also create a visual display of what the museum might look like.
