Directions for Use of the Fry Readability Graph


•Randomly select three 100-word passages from a book or an article.


•Plot the average number of syllables and the average number of sentences per 100 words on the graph to determine the grade level of the material.


•Choose more passages per book if great variability is observed and conclude that the book has uneven readability.


•Few books will fall into the solid black area, but when they do, grade level scores are invalid.





The Gunning’s Fog Index (or FOG) Readability Formula


Step 1: Take a sample passage of at least 100-words and count the number of exact words and sentences. �Step 2: Divide the total number of words in the sample by the number of sentences to arrive at the Average Sentence Length (ASL). �Step 3: Count the number of words of three or more syllables that are NOT (i) proper nouns, (ii) combinations of easy words or hyphenated words, or (iii) two-syllable verbs made into three with -es and -ed endings. �Step 4: Divide this number by the number or words in the sample passage. For example, 25 long words divided by 100 words gives you 25 Percent Hard Words (PHW). �Step 5: Add the ASL from Step 2 and the PHW from Step 4. �Step 6: Multiply the result by 0.4. �The mathematical formula is: �Grade Level = 0.4 (ASL + PHW) �Where, �ASL = Average Sentence Length (i.e., number of words divided by the number of sentences) �PHW = Percentage of Hard Words �The underlying message of The Gunning Fog Index formula is that short sentences written in Plain English achieve a better score than long sentences written in complicated language. �The ideal score for readability with the Fog index is 7 or 8. Anything above 12 is too hard for most people to read. For instance, The Bible, Shakespeare and Mark Twain have Fog Indexes of around 6. The Flesch-Kincaid Grade Level Readability Formula


Step 1: Calculate the average number of words used per sentence. �Step 2: Calculate the average number of syllables per word. �Step 3: Multiply the average number of words by 0.39 and add it to the average number of syllables per word multiplied by 11.8. �Step 4: Subtract 15.59 from the result. �The specific mathematical formula is: �FKRA = (0.39 x ASL) + (11.8 x ASW) - 15.59 �Where, �FKRA = Flesch-Kincaid Reading Age �ASL = Average Sentence Length (i.e., the number of words divided by the number of sentences) �ASW = Average number of Syllable per Word (i.e., the number of syllables divided by the number of words) �Analyzing the results is a simple exercise. For instance, a score of 5.0 indicates a grade-school level; i.e., a score of 9.3 means that a ninth grader would be able to read the document. This score makes it easier for teachers, parents, librarians, and others to judge the readability level of various books and texts for the students. �Theoretically, the lowest grade level score could be -3.4, but since there are no real passages that have every sentence consisting of a one-syllable word, it is a highly improbable result in practice. �(RETRIEVED FROM: http://www.readabilityformulas.com/flesch-grade-level-readability-formula.php)
